The President also said he
was disturbed by ‘this war’ of
government workers agitat-
ing for better pay.

“A government worker, de-
spite getting little pay, is far

better than the villager here -

in Kagulu, who is just seated
home. So, in my opinion, if
we have some money, let us
first sort out the villager,” he
advised.

The President also warned
whoever is fighting for the
ownership of the 3,600 feet
Hill, describing their attempts

as ‘impossible’.

Earlier, the Busoga King-
dom prime minister, Dr Jo-
seph Muvawala, had reported
that there are claimants to
the hill.

“His Excellency, you have
time and again mentioned
about development; but how
shall we develop when there
are claimants to the hill...,” Dr
Muvawala said.
